Law on Amendments and Supplements to the 

BROADCASTING ACT

Article 1

In the article 27 para. 2 of the Broadcasting Act (“Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia, no 42/02 and 97/04) the words: “two years” are replaced with words: “six years”, the words: “four years” are replaced with words: “five years”; and words: “six years” are replaced with “four years”. 
Paragraph 3 is amended to:

Members of the first Council elected upon the proposal of the competent Committee of the Assembly shall have a six-year tenure; members of the first Council elected upon the proposal of the Assembly of the Autonomous Province of Vojvodina, rectors of the Universities in the Republic of Serbia, churches and religious communities shall have a five-year tenure and other members of the first Council shall have a four year tenure.

Paragraph 4 is deleted.

Article 2

In article 32, para. 3 is deleted. 

Article 3

In article 83, para. 7 is deleted. 

Article 4

In the article 96 para. 10, the words: “within four years from the day this Law comes into effect” are replaced with words: “by December 31, 2007 at the latest.”. 
The following new paragraph shall be added after the paragraph 10:

Broadcasting licences of radio and/or television stations in paras 1, 2 and 3 of this article that are not privatised by the deadline from para. 10 of this article shall be revoked by the Agency. 
Article 5

In article 113, para. 1, the words: “from 50.000 to 200.000” are replaced with words: “from 300.000 to 1.000.000”.

In para. 2, the words: “from 2.500 to 10.000” are replaced with words: “from 20.000 to 50.000”.

Article 6

Article 120 is amended to:

The division of assets in Article 85, para 2, i.e. Article 94, para 2, of this Law shall be adopted by the Government of the Republic of Serbia, by 31 March 2006 at the latest at the proposal of a committee made up of three representatives each of the Government of the Republic of Serbia, the Executive Council of the Autonomous Province of Vojvodina and the Public Company Radio-Television of Serbia. 

The committee in para 1 of this article shall be formed by the Government of the Republic of Serbia. 

In keeping with the provisions of this Law, the Broadcasting Institution of Serbia and the Broadcasting Institution of Vojvodina shall continue using the radio frequencies used by the Public Company Radio-Television Serbia until radio station licences are issued in keeping with the Radio Frequency Allocation Plan and this Law.

The Broadcasting Institution of Serbia and the Broadcasting Institution of Vojvodina shall commence work by April 30, 2006 at the latest.

The Government of the Republic of Serbia shall establish a special transitional fund for financing the work of Public Company Radio-Television Serbia until the expiry of the deadline for transformation of the company into the Broadcasting Institution of Serbia and the Broadcasting Institution of Vojvodina. 
Article 7

Until the commencement of work of the Broadcasting Institution of Serbia and the Broadcasting Institution of Vojvodina, radio-television subscription shall be collected by the Public Company Radio-Television Serbia, in keeping with this Law. 
Radio-television subscription shall be collected via the Public Company “Electric-power industry of Serbia” in Belgrade, in a manner set forth in a contract between the Public Company Radio-Television Serbia and that public company.
Article 8

This Law shall take effect the day after the day of its publication in the “Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia”.
