Under Article 126 paragraph 2 of the Law on Broadcasting (»Official Gazette RS« No 42/02 an 97/04) 

Ministry of Culture hereby passes the following:

DECREE

On the manner of privatisation of radio and/or television stations of the local and regional communities 

Article 1

This Decree regulates the privatisation of radio and/or television stations of the local and regional communities, whose founders are one or more municipal assemblies or city assembly.

Article 2

The procedure for the privatisation of radio and/or television stations from the Article 1 of this Decree is to be conducted in a way that ensures continuity in the production and broadcasting of programming.

Continuity in the production and broadcasting of programming from the Article 1 of this Decree is guaranteed for a period that cannot be shorter than 5 years upon signing of the contract on selling of the capital of an entity, in accordance with the broadcasting licence obtained on public tender, conducted in keeping with the provisions of the Law on Broadcasting. 

Request for continuity in the production and broadcasting of programming from the Article 1 of this Decree does not apply to radio and/or television stations whose applications for broadcasting licence on such tender have been refused.
Article 3
The privatisation of radio and/or television stations under Article 1 of these Rules is to be conducted in accordance with the regulations defining privatisation, that is, by selling of the capital of an entity to be privatised on public tender or public auction. 
Article 4

If the procedure for the privatisation of radio and/or television stations from the Article 1 of this Decree is conducted by selling of the capital of an entity to be privatised on public auction, employees of the entity in the process of privatisation obtain the right to acquire shares free of charge in amount of up to 30% of the capital of the entity to be privatised, and up to 15% of the capital of the entity to be privatised on public tender.

Article 5
Capital of radio and/or television stations from the Article 1 of this Decree is sold to all interested legal and natural persons, except those stated in Article 42 of Law on Broadcasting. 
Contender on public tender or public auction for the privatisation of radio and/or television stations from the Article 1 of this Decree must submit the opinion of Republic Broadcasting Agency verifying that there are no obstacles to this contender being a prospective buyer as defined by Article 42 and Articles 98-103 of Law on Broadcasting.
Article 6
Decree on the manner of privatisation of radio and/or television stations of the local and regional communities ("Official Gazette of RS" No. 95/2004) shall cease to be effective when this Decree comes into force.

Article 7

This Decree shall enter into force on the eighth day following the date of its publication in the "Official Gazette of Republic of Serbia".
