Article 5 - Journalists must vigorously challenge those who advocate any denial of human rights or discrimination of any kind towards any group.

1. We feel that that the phrase "vigorously challenge" is not precise.
2. Journalists should encourage anti-discriminative speech.
For Integrity
Article 1 - Editors and journalists may not be active members of a political party nor publicly associated with one. The same applies to other interest groups be they commercial, religious or have any other purpose.

1. We feel that this attitude is the violation of basic human rights - rights to freedom of political choice, religious engagement and that it is unconstitutional.
2. We do not understand the comparison of political and religious engagement with commercial interest groups.
3. Personal political beliefs - orientation should not have effect on the choice of the story and the way it is presented. 
Diversity and Portrayal
Article 2 - Stations must enforce a ban on all forms of discrimination, including that based on ethnicity, religion and political background. 
(Editors note - should this Point 2 not also include 'gender, mental or physical disability and sexual orientation.'?)

1. Stations must insist on ban of every form of discrimination, including the ones based on ethnical, religious, political, racial, national grounds or sex, as well as the ones based on colour, social background, birth, financial status, culture, language, age, mental or physical handicap, sexual orientation. 
Article 3 - Broadcasters must avoid stereotyping of any group in their own reporting and vigorously challenge such stereotypes when presented by others in interview or discussion.

1. Broadcasters must avoid use of stereotypes and prejudices when reporting on any group and vigorously challenge them when presented by others in interview or discussion.
Article 4 - Broadcasters must avoid pejorative language in all programmes. For example Albanians should never be called 'shiptars' or Roma 'gypsies'.

1. Broadcasters must avoid pejorative language in all programmes. For example Albanians should never be called "Shiptars" or Roma "Gypsies", or gay men "fags"
Article 6 - If pejorative adjectives or characterization are used by a source or in a statement, programme makers should consider carefully whether they should be broadcast. If they are essential to the story then they must be attributed.

1. We feel that this attitude, if left to individuals, could even lead to hiding of truth or censorship. We are for introduction of anti-discriminative speech. 
Article 9 - Broadcasters should use initials or acronyms wherever possible so as not to promote the 'Liberation' in KLA, or mention an ethnic group such as 'Irish' in IRA

1. Broadcasters should use initials, abbreviations or full title whenever possible, since it is the name of the organization. 

PROPOSAL OF ADDITIONAL TOPICS FOR DISCUSSION:
1. We lack PREJUDICE in the Code; media should stand against expressing prejudice regarding some groups: Roma are thieves, Albanians killers, Homosexuals pedophiles etc; against generalization of any kind, or calling minority religious communities sects. 
2. We should also emphasize the right of injured group, individuals, etc. on Rebuttal and Reaction.
