RADIO PIROT - COMMENTS 
1. Electronic media should strongly resist to the pressure out of commercial interests as well as to the pressure of any other interest group.

2. When, for whatever reason, untrue information was broadcast, a station in question should correct the mistake as soon as possible. If the untrue information referred to an individual or organization, an apology may also be appropriate.

3. A journalist should make every effort to avoid the position in which he might be refuted. This refers to the thesis from the Code that gives the advantage to the accuracy of information, not to speed. If, as mentioned, untrue information was broadcast, a station should correct the mistake and give apology in the central news programme in which the untrue information had been broadcast in the first place. However, it would be appropriate if a correct information was heard, that is broadcast, as many times as the untrue one, so as to annul its negative effects (of course, the apology should not be heard on these occasions as well, because the mistake would gain on significance even more).
