For Accuracy 
1. Controversial information and opinion should be attributed to its source.

In which cases is information controversial? I `m afraid that this factor is too limiting and that it is in contradiction with the principle of protection of source. In case a journalist has two independent trustworthy sources, it is my opinion that he should publish the information and hide the sources! Regarding controversial information, I see that they are mentioned later on, and I think that this term should be defined. 
For Fairness
1. Journalists must vigorously challenge those who advocate any denial of human rights or discrimination of any kind towards any group. 

Does this cover everything? Perhaps it should be more precise and include hate, violence etc…
For integrity
1. Journalists and editors may not be active members of a political party nor publicly associated with one. The same applies to other interest groups be they commercial, religious or have any other purpose. 

Define active membership?
Diversity and portrayal
1. Stations must enforce a ban on all forms of discrimination, including that based on ethnicity, religion and political background.

(Editor `s note: should this Point 2 not also include "gender, mental or physical disability and sexual orientation"?) - Yes
2. Broadcasters must avoid pejorative language in all programmes. For example Albanians should never be called "Shiptars" or Roma "Gypsies".

Perhaps, as a criterion, a rule should be adopted to avoid using names that members of particular groups do not wish to be applied to them - example: gay and homosexual is all right, but if they wish not be called fags, then this should be respected. However, we should leave a possibility to use such phrases in, for instance, documentary or art programme.
3. Ethnicity, or other group identification should only be mentioned if it is material to the story. For example, it is very rarely material to common crime stories. 

This is a very important article and needs additional explanation!!
4. If pejorative adjectives or characterization are used by a source or in a statement, programme makers should consider carefully whether they should be broadcast. If they are essential to the story then they must be attributed.

Somehow attention should be drawn to the word ALLEGEDLY, which is often used instead of a phrase AS IT IS QUOTED/CITED/SAID. This word has a negative connotation - it implies that something is different that it seems. So, accused war criminals are - alleged war criminals. In our language it looks like that it is the opinion of the station that these people are not war criminals.
