Course for TV Journalists


The main objective of this course is to prepare TV journalists for practical work. Numerous TV stations have been employing journalists without any professional experience and skills. The complexity of work at the television, uniqueness of media, equal importance of team work and individual’s talent, as well as organization require, before all, education of young journalists in practical aspect of work. Practical TV training is effective only if it involves organization and work in groups, and if it implies standard journalism process, from initial idea to TV feature, news or package. The general idea of the course is to enable journalists to get acquainted with the specifics of the TV journalism, the role of picture as information, adjustment of picture, sound and written text, TV style and language. Participants would obtain general knowledge on techniques of recording, editing, and use of graphics, documentation and archives.
