Report On Work Of ANEM Radio Production - January 2001 – June 2002
Daily News Service is conceived as phono agency, which provides its users on a daily basis with audio material, sound dispatches that correspondents of ANEM network send from all over Yugoslavia. Today, ANEM has one of the most developed correspondent networks in Yugoslavia with more than 40 correspondents.

During 2001 and from January to June 2002, around 4300 dispatches were broadcast in Daily News Service, 230 being a monthly average, produced by around 30 correspondents on a monthly basis. 

Contents of Daily News Service, as internal research results show, are of great help to radio and TV stations; these contents are used for daily news broadcasts and topic programmes by many of them. Daily News Service is available both to members and affiliates. 

Daily News Service is broadcast every day via satellite from 14.40 to 15.00 h, and it is also set on the Internet, so it can be used at any time. 

ANEM - radio production and members of ANEM also produce 30-minutes documentary programmes that are broadcast every fortnight. The contents of these programmes are various - culture, politics, customs, stories from life of ordinary people… 

In the previously mentioned period, 27 documentaries on various topics were realized and broadcast as well. For instance: Police violence in south of Serbia after October 5, Persecution of Croats from Srem, Denationalization, Sex trafficking, Child abuse, Customs in the south of Serbia, Germans from Vojvodina…

Documentaries are broadcast every other Friday on the satellite exchange channel at 16.00, and are also placed on Internet FTP. 

ANEM - radio production in cooperation with network of local radio stations from Serbia, Croatia and Bosnia and Herzegovina, and under the sponsorship of Danish Refugee Council produces radio programme "Bridges" intended for refugees and returnees. Programme deals with issues of repatriation and integration of refugees from Croatia and Bosnia and Herzegovina, which are currently on the territory of FRY. Journalists from Croatia and Serbia prepare dispatches for the programme. 30 radio stations from Serbia are included in this project, members and affiliates, and plan is to increase this number in the following period. It lasts 30 minutes and is broadcast once in a fortnight. 

The latest project produced by ANEM Radio Production is a sports programme “Half-time”. Realization started on June 2, and 19 ANEM radio members are broadcasting the programme.

“HALF-TIME” is broadcast live every Sunday from 15.00 to 17.00.
