“Heads Down, Hands on the Back” (2003)
The project is made in co-production of B92 and ANEM in 2003. It consists of the radio project (shorter version 15'' in duration, longer version 30'') and a 40-minutes TV film, which deals with a re-examination of the so-called "Serbian" role in the war and the convergence of the time perspectives, facing the consequences, the inevitable establishment of causes of war, and identification of those who are responsible for the things that were done. 
In 1992 a war was raging in the territory of the former Yugoslavia. That was the year in which the inhabitants of Eastern Slavonija, mostly Croats, were expelled from their homes. During the battles that were fought in the town of Vukovar and in the surrounding villages, the former Yugoslav Peoples' Army (JNA), aided by the paramilitary formations, arrested a number of the Croatian military formations, but also a number of civilians. They were taken to Serbia. There are no official data from any Serbian source about the existence of prisoner camps in the territory of the present FRY. However, one of the “collective centers”, which was guarded by the Army, was situated in the little town of Begejci, near Zrenjanin in Vojvodina. The Radio Belgrade Second Programme (now B92 & ANEM) found out that that prisoners' camp existed, they went there, and recorded interviews with the prisoners. Thus the half and hour programme "De profundis" was created. It was broadcast in the Second Programme of Radio Belgrade, within their radio programme "Niko kao ja".

Radio programme "De profundis" was broadcast for the second time in a somewhat shortened version in 2002, by the Radio B 92, after the former Croatian war prisoners had announced that they would bring the criminal charges against the former JNA during this year.

De Profundis part II, that is, “Heads down, hands on the back” is continuation of the half and hour program created by t he Radio Belgrade Second Program crew. But what makes this story even more important is the fact that several high state officials have publicly stated that they had no knowledge of the existence of prisoners' camps in Serbia. Danica Vucenic, the author of the project, managed to locate the people who were interviewed ten years ago in Begejci. Most of them now live in Vukovar, or in the surrounding areas. Therefore, with “Heads down, hands on the back” project, the story about the prisoners' camp in Begejci is finally concluded after ten years, supplemented by new interviews with the former camp inmates. 
15'' version of the radio programme was aired on Radio B92 twice in the highly rated morning programme in November 2003. Film was presented TV B92's "Truth, Responsibility, Reconciliation" programme, which deals with issues of responsibility of all sides in still recent wars across former Yugoslavia. Radio programme was aired on Radio Belgrade in its integral version and both radio and TV programmes were broadcast on ANEM member radio and TV stations.

The author of the project – editor of Radio B92 Danica Vucinic won a "Zoran Mamula" prize for 15'' radio version of De Profundis project part II, “Heads down, hands on the back”, the most prestigious prize in the field of journalism and thus, continued the tradition of its first part, namely, original «De Profundis» was proclaimed one of the best documentary programmes in 1993 (it was among the selected programmes to be awarded in the Belgrade Festival of Documentary Works "Fedor"). 
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
