“Gun Cult with Serbs” (2005)
The documentary television film “Gun Cult with Serbs” explores the cult of weapons in Serbia and Montenegro. The film raises series of questions of the Serbs' affection with the firearms and deals with serious issues as why people in Serbia shoot at weddings, why they keep guns in their homes and most importantly, what is the reason for this: justified threat from the outside world and fear, or unhealthy obsession? The film provided their expert view speculating whether such worship of the guns was a myth or a fact, was it motivated by the social and historic context, where to look for the roots of this myth or a fact, as well as epistemological context. One of the significant obscurities the speakers speculated was the usage of guns during celebration and festivities.
