The film deals with sub-cultural set in Serbia. It also explores the background of the subgroups in Serbia, such as graffiti makers and squatters, their ideology and structure. The film gives answers to whether these groups are serious ideological groups or simply informal crowd. The story of these subgroups and their beliefs depicts the parallel sub-cultural elements in the Serbian society, as a reflection to social, political and economic situation during the last decade of the 20th century. Good examples of the followers of turbo-folk music and phenomenon of appearance of so-called “diesel guys”.
