“Serbia and Europe” (2005/2006)
This three-part documentary aims to present the inconsistency in beliefs and actions of the local political, economic, judicial, military, police, religious and cultural elite with the standards and system of values essential for integration into the European Union. 

All public opinion polls demonstrate that the majority of Serbian citizens, from various reasons, support integration of their country into the European Union. The latest research of the Center for political studies, Institute of social sciences has showed that EU enjoys more confidence with citizens of Serbia than other international institutions.  
All political parties in the current political scene in Serbia are in favor of European integrations. However, most respondents and several important political parties as well, regard many significant EU members as their «enemies». NATO, OSCE, International Court of Justice and other institutions – constituents of the European family are also preceived in the same way. Majority of citizens and political parties have their own special conditions, which, once fulfilled, would ensure their blessing for integration of Serbia into EU. These include primary and compulsory condition - that Kosovo remains within Serbia, and further, refusal to respect international judicial, educational, traffic, culture, religious and minority standards etc. Majority of citizens and members of the political, economic, judicial, military, police, religious and cultural elite insist on having the right to choose the international standards they would accept. This reveals miscomprehension of the basic postulates of European Union. 
The documentary explores the misconceptions of EU functioning; who should have the main task to inform citizens properly and make advantages of integration visible, that is, explain the benefits to the citizens. Authors separate prejudice, ignorance, personal or party interests from objective difficulties. 
Authors of the documentary series are Svetlana Lukic and Svetlana Vukovic, journalists of Radio B92. Director is Rastislav Durman.
