“Children above East and West” (2005/2006)
The film “Children above East and West” will demonstrate the ways in which political and any other intolerance manifest in our society, and to emphasize, through the dialogue with relevant experts, the methods in which this could be prevented. It will illustrate one of the significant disorders in Serbian society- xenophobic and chauvinistic ideas whose mediators are usually very young people and elaborate the reasons for such attitude of young generation: the result of growing up in the war atmosphere, of bad educational system and demagogic messages of political elite, unable to face painful heritage of new Serbian history.  
Četvoro dvadesetogodišnjaka koji nikada nisu putovali u inostranstvo ekipa filma odvela je u Zagreb, Vukovar i Ovčaru i kompletno putovanje snimala. Tokom njihovog puta i boravka u ovoj bivšoj jugoslovenskoj republici, ilustrovani su značajni poremećaji u srpskom društvu kod mladih ljudi koji su rasli u ratnom vremenu i bili isuviše mladi da shvate zašto su se ratovi uopšte vodili. Film takođe elaborira razloge za takvo ponašanje i stavove mladih generacija: loš edukativni sistem i demagoške poruke političke elite, koje nisu bile u stanju prihvate bolno nasledstvo nove srpske istorije.
