“Balkan Footnote” (2006)
This documentary film is produced as a part of regional project “Balkan Footnote”. The South East European Youth Network (SEEYN) had selected three partners – Young Researchers Serbia, Youth Communication Center from Republic of Srpska and Volunteering Center from Zagreb, Croatia, toghether with their media partners – ANEM and its TV stations, ATV from Banja Luka and TV Nova from Pula, to follow and record a unique event: exchange of high school students from the territory of former Yugoslavia. The project was initiated with the aim to overcome the prejudices that exist among young people of these three countries, to inspire and build positive attitudes and relations with neighbors and make permament connections in terms of tolerance and mutual cooperation.

Students from different part of Republic of Srpska, Serbia and Croatia visited each other with one task – to present their school and their country in the best possible manner to their fellow students from neighboring countries. They built long-lasting frienships and by doing that, they exchanged cultural contents of their countries, introduced to each other their local customs and beliefs, breaking with that all prejudices and promoting tolerance. The schools were selected after a public call where they competed with concrete programs of how they would present them to their neighbors.

The Sarajevo Secondary College came to visit Belgrade students.

High school students from Nis from “Bora Stankovic” School visited new friends in Sarajevo.

Uzice Secondary College visited their fellow students in Krapina.

Students from Prijedor visited Uzice.
ANEM, ATV and TV Nova project teams followed the activities of those students and produced three documentary films united under one title: “Balkan Footnote”.
