SEE News Exchange

News Exchange program of the regional South East European Network of Private Broadcasters (SEENAPB) was initiated in 2000 and due to its format, it is the most unique project that gathers private radio stations from the countries in the region (Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Croatia, Kosovo, Macedonia, Moldova, Montenegro, Romania and Serbia). The aim of the project was the exchange of interesting, independent, reliable, professional and unique three-minute news important for citizens of this part of Europe. Participants in the project exchange even several hundreds of news and audio files a month via www.seenewsexchange.net. 

The news exchange project promotes tolerance and peace in the region. The news contain interesting features and events from the region, from all aspects of life excluding the political affairs and news regularily provided by other news services /with the exception of those most important and in extraordinary situations

From 2000 to mid November 2004, ANEM was one of the active participants in this project. During this period, the news were broadcast on 11 member and affiliate member stations of the Association. After that period, the project was transferred to Novi Sad based radio station ANEM member, Radio 021, which continues to successfully provide the region with interesting features and topics under the editorial guidance of Slobodan Krajnovic. Until today, this team has provided over 500 news, out of which 420 features with audio files. This sums up to around 30 features a month on average. Beside the news, between 50 and 60 three-minute features have been produced and sent as a part of several other projects of magazine type (on tourism, human rights, judiciary).
On its Annual Assembly, held on May 14, 2005 in Skopje, the SEENAPB presented ANEM with the acknowledgement plate for the efforts and contribution to this project.

BRIDGES

During 2001 and 2002, ANEM also took part in the program for refugees titled “Bridges”. This was also a regional project entirely supported by the Danish Refugee Council. Along with ANEM Radio Production, production centers from Croatia and Bosina and Herzegovina also participated in the production of half-hour radio programs that tackled problems of refugees and those potentially returning to their homes. More than 30 radio stations, ANEM members and affiliates, contributed to this project by including the programs in their 15-day program schemes.
