SadrZaj Publikacije ¢e, pored uvoda sa
kratkim osvrtom na prethodno sprovedeni tromesecni monitoring, €initi i stru¢ni tekstovi na
odabrane teme, znaCajne za medije u posmatranom periodu. Tekstovi ¢e se odnositi na
privatizaciju medija; posledice izmenjenog Zakona o javhom informisanju na rad medija;
medijsku strategiju za digitalno doba; na pravo na informacije u sluzbi slobode medija.
Specijalan dodatak &inice izvodi iz Sudske prakse Evropskog suda za ljudska prava - sazet
prikaz dve presude koje se odnose na primenu ¢lana 10 Evropske Konvencije za za$titu
ljudskih prava i osnovnih sloboda. Publikacija ¢e biti poslata na mailing liste ANEMa i
dostupna na sajtu Asocijacije. Stampana verzija ovog broja biée promovisana na okruglom
stolu u Beogradu u novembru 2009.

“Zivkovic&Samardzic”, in cooperation with ANEM. The team has observed the situation of
freedom of expression, changes of regulatory framework, the activities of competent bodies,
as well as the latest events in media sector, relevant for media situation, in this period. The
Report contains all important facts collected through the monitoring, the expert analysis and

2. Announcement of the Fifth Report on Legal Monitoring of the Serbian Media Scene
— The Fifth Report on the legal monitoring of the Serbian media scene, for the month of
October 2009, is in course of preparation. It will include the information on all relevant actions
and changes happened in the media sector in the reporting period as well as their expert
analyses. The Report will be presented on ANEM web site in Mid-November 2009. In the
next Monitoring News Letter you will find more information regarding the contents of this
Report.

3. The Second Monitoring Publication, soon — ANEM has envisaged by the monitoring
project the quarterly issues of the specialized Publication in electronic and printed format, as
a special kind of the legal monitoring results promotion. The first issue of Publication for the
quarter May — July 2009 was published on August 31, 2009, while it was presented to
broader public at the round table in Belgrade, on September 08, 2009.

The Second Monitoring Publication refers to period August — October 2009 and it will be
publicly promoted in the Mid — November 09. Besides an introduction with a short review of
the previously conducted three-monthly monitoring, the Publication will include professional
papers on the selected topics significant for the media in the observed period. These texts
will be in respect to media privatization; the consenquences of amended Law on Public
Information for the work of media; media strategy for the digital era and the right to
information in service of freedom of media. The special addition will be the excerpts of
“Information Note on the Court’s case-law”, of European Court of Human Rights - review of
two conclusions regarding application of article 10 of Convention for the Protection of Human
Rights and Fundamental Freedoms. The Publication will be sent via ANEM mailing lists and
available on the Association’s website. Printed edition of this issue will be promoted at the
round table to be held in November 2009 in Belgrade.
