Decembar 2009. godine je obelezen ozbiljnim ugrozavanjem slobode izrazavanja,
oli¢enom u napadima na autorku emisije ,Insajder* Televizije B92, Brankicu Stankovic¢, i ovu
medijsku kucu, povodom emitovanja serijala istrazivackih emisija o vodama ekstremnih
navijackih grupa. Izvestaj se analiticki bavi ovim problemom, kao i njegovim posledicama po
slobodu izrazavanja u Srbiji. Monitoringom je pra¢ena i implementacija postojecih zakona,
a u lzvestaju su obradeni Zakon o radiodifuziji i Krivicni zakonik, koji je posebno interesantan
za medije, zbog ¢lana 336a koji, €ini se, moze znacajno da ogranici rad novinara. U lzvestaju
je posebna paznja data ve¢em broju usvojenih zakona u decembru, koji, iako nisu medijski,
menjaju pravni okvir za rad medija - Zakon o tajnosti podataka, Zakon o autorskom i srodnim
pravima i Zakon o steCaju, izmene Zakona o slobodnom pristupu informacijama od javnog
znacaja i izmene Zakona o prekrSajima. Za svaki od njih je dat prikaz najvaznijih re$enja, s
posebnim osvrtom na posledice koje taj zakon moze imati na medije. U decembru je pracen i
rad nadleznih organa. NiSta od njihovih aktivnosti nije bitnije uticalo na poboljSanje situacije
u medijskom sektoru, ali neke od njih predstavljaju mali pomak u odnosu na dosadasnju
potpunu nezainteresovanost vlasti za polozaj i teSkoce s kojima se mediji suocCavaju.
Procesi digitalizacije i privatizacije su i dalje problem, a ne sredstvo napretka medijskog
sektora, Sto je jasno vidljivo i iz ovog lzvestaja. Zakljuéak monitoring tima ukazuje da je i na
kraju 2009. godine, situacija u medijskom sektoru nepromenjena i veoma zabrinjavajuca.
Razlozi za to su dati u ovom delu Izvestaja.

1. The Seventh Report on legal monitoring of Serbian media scene — The Seventh
Monitoring Report, done by the expert team of the Law office “Zivkovic&Samardzic” in
cooperation with ANEM, is the result of the legal monitoring carried out in December 2009.

The report sums up the eight-month long work of the team on monitoring of all important
events on the media scene in Serbia in 2009. We hereby remind that the results of
continuous monitoring in the previous year are presented in reports published on our web
site and also available here:

The First Report for the period May-June 2009
The Second Report for July of 2009

The Third Monitoring Report for August of 2009
The Fourth Monitoring Report for September 2009
The Fifth Report for October 2009

The Sixth Report for November 2009

The Report for December 2009 contains the collected facts and their expert analysis,
pointing out the good and bad sides of the most important events in the media sector in the
reporting period. You may learn more about their ill-effects on the media situation from expert
opinions offered in this Report, regarded as solid guidelines for the necessary changes
aimed at improving the media regulatory framework and entire media environment.

Here are the highlights of this Report:

December 2009 was marked by serious violations of freedom of expression, the most
important being the attacks on journalist Brankica Stankovic, the author of the TV B92
program “Insider” and this media outlet, set off by broadcast of a series of investigative
programs on the leaders of the extreme fan groups. The Report provides analysis of this
problem and its ill-effects on freedom of expression in Serbia. The Report also monitors the
implementation of existing laws, with the emphasis on the Broadcasting Law and Criminal
Code, the latter being particularly interesting to the media, due to its Article 336a, which, it
seems, can significantly limit the work of journalists. The Report gives particular attention to a
number of laws adopted in December, which, although non-media laws, still significantly
alter the legal framework for the work of media — Law on Classified Data, Law on Copyright
and Related Rights and the Law on Bankruptcy, Amendments to the Law on Free Access to
Information of Public Importance and Amendments to the Law on Misdemeanors. The Report
presents the most important provisions for each of the said legislations, with the special
emphasis on consequences that the particular law may have on the media. The work of the
competent authorities was also monitored in December. None of their activities has
significantly affected the improvement of the situation in the media sector. However, some of
them do signify a small step forward, comparing to the utmost indifference of the authorities
for the media position and the difficulties that media face. The processes of digitalization and
privatization still present a problem rather than a tool of progress of the media sector, which
is clearly visible in this Report. The Conclusion of the monitoring team indicates that the
situation in the media sector is still unchanged and very worrying even at the end of 2009.
The reasons for that are given in this part of the Report.

The Seventh monitoring Report will provide more information and awareness about
everything that has characterized the media scene in December 2009. The Report is
available on our web site, but you can also see it here.

2. ANEM continues monitoring activities in 2010 — In 2010, ANEM continues with legal
monitoring of the Serbian media scene, aiming to contribute to the necessary media reforms.
Monitoring will be conducted continuously throughout the year, which results will be
presented through regular reports produced by the expert monitoring team of the Law office
“Zivkovic&Samardzic” in cooperation with ANEM. All reports will be available on ANEM web
site. The creation and issuance of two monitoring Publications is also envisaged. The
specialized Publications will contain expert texts on topics that have been identified through
previously carried out monitoring and rated as the most important for the media sector in the

Electronic editions of both Publications will be distributed to all partners via
ANEM mailing lists and will be available on ANEM web site, whereas their printed version will
be promoted at two round tables in Belgrade. Through a series of electronic monitoring
newsletters, the wider public will be duly notified of both implemented and planned
monitoring activities. With its monitoring activities, ANEM will continue to facilitate the
achievement of desired standards in the media sector.

3.  Announcement of the Eighth Report on Legal Monitoring of the Serbian Media
Scene — The legal monitoring of the Serbian media scene has continued in 2010 too. The
Eighth Report on the legal monitoring of the Serbian media scene will be the first in 2010 and
will include the results of the legal monitoring for the period January-February. You will be
able to read what important occurrences marked the media sector in that period and how
they influenced the development of the Serbian media. As always, this Report will also
contain collected facts, expert analysis and opinions on all important media issues. The
eighth monitoring Report will be available on ANEM web site in March 2010. More
information on its contents will be offered in the following Monitoring News Letter.
