c) radu nadležnih organa, koji su svojim aktivnostima doprineli da se medijska situacija 
popravi ili pogorša – možete saznati kako su radila regulatorna tela, državni organi i 
kolektivne organizacije za zaštitu autorkog i srodnih prava u ovom periodu i ko je od 
njih i kako uticao na stanje u medijskom sektoru;  

d) procesima digitalizacije i privatizacije medija, njihovom stepenu i kvalitetu 
ostvarivanja;  

e) karakteristikama medijske situacije u posmatranom periodu.

Monitoring activities 
are carried out by the expert team of the law office “Zivkovic & Samardzic”, while ANEM puts 
into practice various supporting and follow - up promotional activities.

1. Please, DO READ the Eighth Report on legal monitoring of the media scene in 
Serbia! – By reading it, you'll know what has marked the media scene of Serbia in the period 
January/February of 2010. You will be able to properly comprehend the importance of certain 
events in the media sector and to understand better their causes and consequences. You'll 
also find possible answers for solving the important media issues. In the Eighth Monitoring 
Report, you'll find out more about: 
 

a) various forms of pressure and threats made to journalists in that period, but also the 
reason why they represent a threat to freedom of expression; 

b) the implementation of important media laws by the competent authorities, particularly 
the Law on Broadcasting, and their effects on the media sector; 



c) the work of the competent authorities, whose activities have contributed to the 
 improvement or decline of the media situation – you can learn about the activities of 
the regulatory bodies, state authorities and collective organizations for the protection 
of copyright and related rights in this period, as well as who and in what way has 
affected the conditions in the media sector; 

d) the processes of digitization and the privatization of the media, level and quality of 
their implementation; 

e) characteristics of the media situation in the reporting period 

 

Information, expert opinion and analysis of the monitoring team, included in this report, will 
give you an accurate picture of everything that was happening on our media scene in the 
given period.
