Stru¢ne analize i miSljenja u ovom lzvestaju mogu da
posluze za lakSe uoCavanje dobrih i loSih strana onoga Sto se deSavalo na medijskoj sceni
Srbije i kao putokaz za potrebne promene u medijskoj regulativi i praksi. lzvestaj je dostupan
na sajtu ANEMa.

Iz ovog lzvestaja proizilazi da je bilo malo dobrog po medije u tom periodu, a da je dominiralo
ono loSe. Pojacani pritisci na rad medija, neadekvatna sudska praksa, sporo i neefikasno
delovanje drZzavnih organa, doprineli su pogorSanju u oblasti ostvarivanja slobode
izrazavanja. Pored toga i nepoStovanje zakona, posebno medijskih, ili njihova loSa
implementacija, bitan su razlog za ovakvo stanje u medijima. Nadlezni organi obavljaju
poslove iz svoje nadleznosti na bolji ili 1oSiji nacin, ali nista od toga nije znac¢ajno popravilo
situaciju u medijskom sektoru. Privatizacija medija i digitalizacija su i dalje veliki problem, jer
ocCigledno ne postoji volja vlasti za nesmetano odvijanje/zavrSetak ovih procesa. Osnovni
utisak je da vlast ne shvata ili ne podrzava ostvarivanje uloge medija u demokratizaciji
drustva.

Ono Sto bi moglo biti dobro za medije jesu neki mali pomaci u odnosu vlasti prema
ostvarivanju prava na slobodan pristup informacijama, odnosno davanje vecih ingerencija
nadleznom Povereniku predlozenim izmenama relevantnog zakona, kao i poboljSanje
regulativnog kapaciteta RRA. Medutim, to nije dovoljno za kvalitativnu promenu medijske
situacije nabolje.

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Promoting legal monitoring of the Serbian media scene and its results, in its Tenth Monitoring
Newsletter, ANEM emphasizes the most important activities:

1. Tenth Report on legal monitoring of the Serbian media scene - April Monitoring
Report of the expert team, the tenth one, brings a review of the most important events in the
media sector in that period. Expert analysis and opinions in this Report may serve to facilitate
identification of good and bad aspects of what is happening in the media scene in Serbia and
as an guidelines for needed changes in media regulation and practice. The Report is
available on ANEM website.

This Report indicates that there were only a few good steps, but the negative aspects for the
media dominated in this period. Intensified pressure on the media, inadequate judicial
practice, slow and inefficient work of state authorities, contributed to the deterioration in the
exercise of freedom of expression. Moreover, the violations of the law, especially the media
laws, or their poor implementation, are a major cause for such media situation. The
competent authorities exercise their competence better or worse way, but none of that has
significantly improved the situation in the media sector. Privatization of the media and
digitalization still present a major problem, because there is no obvious will of the state for
the unobstructed conduct/completion of these processes. The main impression is that the
Government does not understand or does not support the fulfillment of the role of media in
the democratization of society.

What might be good for the media are some small shifts in position of authorities in relation
to the exercise of the right to free access of information, namely, giving greater authority to
the Commissioner by proposed amendments to the relevant law, as well as improving the
regulatory capacity of the RBA. However, it is still not sufficient for a qualitative change for
the better in the media situation.
