Sve što je obeležilo medijsku scenu Srbije u decembru 2010, nalazi se u ovom Izveštaju, koji je 
objavljen na web sajtu ANEMa. Nalaz monitoring tima ukazuje na sledeće: 
 
Sloboda izražavanja je i dalje na različite načine ugrožena. Posebno je zabrinjavajuće što se 
trend napada na novinare nastavlja i što neujednačena sudska praksa u medijskim slučajevima i 
dalje izaziva jačanje autocenzure i dodatnu uznemirenost medijskih profesionalaca. Vlada je u 
ovom periodu najzad formirala Komisiju za autorsko i srodna prava, gotovo godinu dana nakon 
donošenja novog zakona, čime su stvoreni uslovi za konačno utvrĎivanje tarifa kolektivnih 
organizacija, nakon neuspeha pregovora izmeĎu njih i pojedinih korisnika; odluka Ustavnog 
suda o neustavnosti većine odredbi Zakona o izmenama i dopunama Zakona o javnom 
informisanju, iako doneta još u julu 2010, konačno je objavljena, čime su i sve neustavne 
odredbe tog zakona prestale da važe; pokrenuta je sinhronizovana akcija na suzbijanju 
radiodifuzne „piraterije“, u kojoj učestvuju svi organi nadležni u toj oblasti. Decembar je 
obeležilo i to što je Savet Republičke radiodifuzne agencije raspisao još jedan javni konkurs za 
izdavanje novih 20 dozvola za emitovanje programa, čime se stvaraju uslovi za dodatnu inflaciju 
emitera na medijskom tržištu Srbije. U ovom periodu, RATEL je predstavio Studiju izvodljivosti 
i idejni projekat radio-pokrivanja digitalnim TV signalom na teritoriji Republike Srbije, čija 
procena otvara brojna pitanja. Očekivanja medijske javnosti da će se sva relevantna medijska 
pitanja rešiti usvajanjem Medijske strategije i dalje nisu ispunjena, jer je predstavljanje njenog 
Nacrta još jednom odloženo, ovaj put za februar 2011. Ostaje da se vidi šta će ova Strategija 
doneti i da li će vlast uvažiti neke od zahteva medijskih i novinarskih udruženja, koja su u ovom 
procesu, po prvi put, istupala jedinstveno.

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In the Eighteenth Monitoring Newsletter, you will find information on key monitoring 
and follow-up activities of ANEM in the past month. 
 
1. Read the Eighteenth Monitoring Report! 
 
All that has marked the media scene in Serbia in December 2010 is presented in this Report, 
which is published on ANEM website. Findings of the monitoring team indicate the following: 
 
Freedom of expression is still compromised in various ways. It is particularly worrying that the 
trend of attacks against journalists continues and the uneven court practice in media cases is 
still creating grounds for strengthening of self-censorship and the additional anxiety of media 
professionals. In this period, the Government had finally established a Commission for 
Copyright and Related Rights, nearly a year after the passing of new law, which created 
conditions for the final determination of tariffs of collective organizations, after failed 
negotiations between them and individual users; although passed in July 2010, the decision of 
the Constitutional Court on the unconstitutionality of most provisions of the Law on 
Amendments to the Public Information Law was finally published, thus putting the 
unconstitutional provisions of the law out of force; synchronized action to tackle broadcasting 
“piracy” has been launched, involving all competent authorities in this field. December was also 
marked by the fact that the RBA Council called another competition for issuing 20 new 
broadcasting licenses, which has created conditions for further inflation of broadcasters in the 
media market in Serbia. During this period, RATEL presented the feasibility study and 
preliminary plan of radio coverage of digital TV signals in the Republic of Serbia, whose 
assessment raises a number of questions. Media public expectation that all relevant media 
issues would be resolved with the adoption of the Media Strategy has not yet been fulfilled, as 
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the presentation of its draft has once again been postponed, this time to February 2011. It 
remains to be seen what would this Strategy bring and whether the government would take into 
account some of the demands of media and journalists’ associations, which have, for the first 
time been, acting in the process as one.

On December 23, 2010, in Belgrade Media Center, ANEM organized a round table, where it 
publicly presented the printed edition of its Fourth Publication titled “Monitoring the media 
scene in Serbia”, whose electronic version was published on ANEM website in December. The 
round table participants were also given the opportunity to discuss the issues that marked the 
media sector in 2010 the most. The Report from this round table, available on ANEM website, 
brings more about the opinions of the relevant participants in this public event on Media 
Strategy and the upcoming digitalization, as well as what did the authors of articles from 
Publication, (Prof. Snjezana Milivojevic, PhD, Maja Rakovic, MA, Slobodan Kremenjak, attorney 
at law and Nebojsa Samardzic, attorney at law) have to say on important media issues they 
tackled in their texts. We recommend you these excellent articles on the current media issues in 
the Monitoring Publication IV, also available on ANEM website.
