10. Novi pregovori ANEMa sa Sokojem

Tokom septembra 2011, ponovljeni su pregovori Sokoja i ANEMa, kao reprezentativnog udruZzenja
radiodifuznih emitera, o tarifi naknada koje Sokoj naplaéuje od emitera po osnovu emitovanja muzickih
dela. Do ponavljanja pregovora je doslo, jer je Komisija za autorsko i srodna prava dala negativno
misljenje na predlog tarife Sokoja u delu koji se odnosi na radiodifuzne emitere i naloZila Sokoju da u
zakonskom roku ponovi pregovore sa reprezentativnim udruzenjem korisnika ili dostavi novi predlog
tarife. Vise o tome, ovde. Medutim, ni novi pregovori nisu rezultirali postizanjem dogovora o ovoj tarifi
Sokoja, zbog veoma visokih iznosa naknada na kojima je Sokoj insistirao. Ostaje da se vidi kako ce
Komisija za autorsko i srodna prava odluciti u ovoj stvari.

1. ANEM Press conference ,Media Strategy — What’s Next?”

After the adoption of Serbian Media Strategy on September 28, ANEM organized the press conference
titled "Media Strategy - What's Next?", in Belgrade Media Centre, on October 6. The aim of organizing
this conference was to get the public acquainted with the positions of six media and journalists’
associations toward the adopted Media Strategy and its solutions as well as the these associations’ further
steps in regard with the implementation of the Strategy. What the representatives of the six media and
journalists’ associations said on this occasion, you could read here.

This event was realized with the support from the Fund for an Open Society, Serbia (FOSS).
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2. ANEM President about the adopted Media Strategy

In the Newsletter of Belgrade Media Center dated October 21, 2011, Sasa Mirkovic, ANEM President,
presented his view of the process of adoption of the Media Strategy. You could read the entire text titled

3. End of ANEM Campaign “Take Part in Media Strategy Creation!”

With the adoption of Media Strategy on September 28, 2011, ANEM campaign "Take part in Media
Strategy Creation" was brought to an end. By initiating this campaign on the web portal ANEM
Campaigns, ANEM strived to enable a greater number of interested parties to become completely familiar
with the process of adoption of the Strategy and to participate in this process — to support with their vote
the Draft Strategy, produced by the expert working group of the competent Ministry as well as to give
their opinion which solutions of important media issues should be incorporated in this document. Web
portal Campaigns will continue to serve ANEM for initiating campaign for improvement of the media
situation in Serbia.

The development of this web portal was made possible by the support of USAID and IREX.
4. Activities for stopping illegal broadcasting

On ANEM website, here, you could read which activities were undertaken by competent authorities by
September 2011 in order to fight broadcasting piracy, in the period of nine months after ANEM, by
organizing the meeting and the press conference, initiated the implementation of synchronized actions of
regulatory bodies (RBA, RATEL) and competent state authorities (Ministry of Culture, Media and
Information Society, Public Prosecutor's Office, Ministry of Agriculture, Trade, Forestry and Water
Management, Ministry of Interior and Provincial Secretariat of Economy) in order this problem to be
solved.

5. Activities of ANEM project “Crossing the Bridge of Diversity” — Research

Within the one-year long project “Crossing the Bridge of Diversity” realized by ANEM in partnership with
the Faculty of Political Sciences, since August 2011, activities of research aimed at identifying the main
characteristics and shortcomings in presenting selected ethnic groups in the media, as well as the complex
process of forming stereotypical attitude towards the ethnic minority communities in Serbia, which
involved the media and journalists and citizens — the public. The research was implemented by the
research team of the Belgrade Faculty of Political Sciences under the leadership of Snjezana Milivojevic,
PhD, in collaboration with ANEM. Which activities have been undertaken, read here.

On the ANEM website, under the section Production, a new subsection called Project "Crossing the Bridge
of Diversity" was opened. It is here where you could regularly follow all news related to realization of this
project.

6. Project “Serbia 2011 — Report on media situation based on Council of Europe’s
Indicators for Media in a Democracy”

In collaboration with its partners, media/journalists’ associations, IJAS (NUNS), IJAV (NDNV) and Local
Press, ANEM started with the realization of the project whose main activities are conducting research and
analysis of the media situation in Serbia 2011, based on list of 27 Indicators of the Council of Europe for
media in a democracy. Which way this research is being carried out as well as why it is important as a
contribution to the improvement of the media situation in Serbia, you could read here.

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~7. Two awards for ANEM TV series “Mirror of Power”

Journalists of ANEM TV series "Mirror of Power" have won valuable awards in two recently organized
contests for media pieces - the UNDP Serbia's contest for best media pieces - monitoring of public
spending and the contest for the best media piece in the field of local self-governance, organized by the
Council of Europe and the Standing Conference of Towns and Municipalities. More about this, here.

8. ANEM Statements

On November 11, together with the associations JAS (UNS), IJAS (NUNS), IJAV (NDNV) and Local Press,
ANEM issued a statement urging the Government of the Republic of Serbia to reject the proposal made by
Radio-Television Serbia (RTS) and RATEL to write off the debt of RTS of non-paid fees for the use of
radio frequencies, since the adoption of such proposal would present the violation of the law and is
contrary to the recently adopted Media Strategy. You could read this statement here.

On November 1, believing that Rodoljub Sabic deserves a second term in office, ANEM issued a statement
by which it called on the Serbian Parliament's Culture and Information Committee to initiate the
procedure for election of the Commissioner for Information of Public Importance by its own proposal to
the Parliament. The statement is available here.

On October 18, after the series of attacks on ANEM member, Radio-Television Prima from Bajina Basta,
ANEM reacted, urging the authorities to immediately investigate the background of the attacks and
expressing its full solidarity with staff of this radio-TV outlet. The text of the statement is available here.

On September 14, after the Working Group formed by the Prime Minister, Mirko Cvetkovic, harmonized,
on September 8, the Draft Media Strategy of Serbia, ANEM, NUNS, UND, NDNV, Local Press and
Association of Media, issued a joint statement in which they expressed their opinion on solutions of this
Proposal. Read the statement, here.

9. Legal monitoring of Serbian media scene

During September and October, ANEM in cooperation with the law office “Zivkovic&Samardzic”,
continued with conducing the legal monitoring of the media scene in Serbia. On ANEM website you can
read the Twenty-Fifth Monitoring Report published on September 30, which refers to the events in the
media sector in August 2011, and the latest in a row, the Twenty-sixth Monitoring Report, published on
October 27, on the events on the media scene in September 2011.

10. New ANEM negotiations with SOKOJ

During September 2011, negotiations between SOKOJ and ANEM, as a representative association of
broadcasters, on the tariff of SOKOJ fees for musical works broadcasting were repeated. The reason for
reopening negotiations lies in the fact that the Commission on Copyright and Related Rights has given a
negative opinion on the SOKOJ's proposal of the tariff in part related to broadcasters and has instructed
SOKOJ to repeat the negotiations with the representative association of users within the legal term, or
submit a new proposal of the tariff. More about this, read here. However, even new negotiations have not
resulted in the agreement on the Sokoj’s tariff due to enormously high amount of fees Sokoj insisted on. It
remains to be seen how the Commission on copyright and related rights will decide on this issue.

11. Support to the campaign “The Battle for the Babies”

ANEM with its member stations jointly supported the Bg2 Fund humanitarian action “The Battle for the
Babies” which aims to raise the funds for buying 100 new incubators for hospitals across Serbia. As of
September 2011, 32 ANEM member stations across Serbia are supporting the action “The Battle for the
Babies” by providing the media support to this campaign. More details here
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
