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TWENTY-SEVENTH MONITORING REPORT
- Serbian media scene in OCTOBER 2011 -

Here are the highlights:

e The Report, in its part dealing with freedom of expression, presents cases of
physical attacks on journalists, threats and requests for disclosure of sources of
information, stoning of media premises, destroying of vehicles, indictment without
investigation, yet another endless court proceedings in the case where a journalist was
physically attacked. In each of these case, the authors of the Report analyze the
related provisions of the Public Information Law and other relevant laws, as well as
the practice and ill-effects of such practices on media freedom and freedom of
expression;

e Problems in the implementation of existing media laws are many. For the Public
Information Law, this is more evident in the analyzed cases, while, in terms of the
Broadcasting Law, the authors deal with the issues of financing of the public service
broadcasting, fight against broadcasting “piracy” and political advertising in the
media. The Law on National Councils of National Minorities, in the part that is
relevant to the media, demonstrates its shortcomings in practice almost every month.
The Report elaborates on its concrete shortcomings in this period.

e From what the authors have analyzed in the part of the Report dealing with
monitoring of the work of competent authorities, a particular emphasis is
made to the segment that relates to the work of the Press Council and the application
of the rules on state aid control in the media sphere;

e Changes in the digitalization process and their causes, and the continuation of
hitherto bad practices when it comes to the privatization of the media, also
evidenced by the recent developments in the “Novosti” case, are the topics addressed
by the monitoring team in this Report, as well;

¢ In the Conclusion, the authors point to possible problems in implementation of the
Media Strategy and their causes, even though its implementation has not yet begun.

ANEM publicly announced the printed edition of its Fifth Publication “Monitoring of the
media scene in Serbia” at a round table organized on that occasion in Belgrade, on November
28, 2011, whose electronic version was posted on ANEM website, in September 2011. Authors
of four expert texts in the Publication — Dejan Milenkovic, PhD, from the Faculty of Political
Sciences in Belgrade, Milena Jocic and Milos Stojkovic, advisors in the Ministry of Culture,
Media and Information society, Kruna Savovic, attorney at law and Slobodan Kremenjak,
attorney at law — presented their texts and further elaborated on topics dealt with in this
Publication — the Media Strategy, the challenges in the process of digitalization, the
decriminalization of defamation and insult and the application of the European Court of
Human Rights case-law before the Serbian courts. You can read in the Report on this round
table about other participants and their active contribution to the discussion on the media
situation in Serbia that followed after the official presentation of the Publication. Both the
Report from the round table and the Fifth Monitoring Publication may be found on our
website www.anem.org.rs.
