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ANEM’S TWENTY-NINTH MONITORING REPORT
ON SERBIAN MEDIA SCENE
- for December 2011 -

In Twenty-ninth Monitoring Report, among other things, you could read:

e Why the Law on Cinematography is in collision with the Media Strategy and
systemic media regulations and why it could therefore lead to serious disruptions in
the functioning of the media system;

e Whether the Media Strategy is currently being implemented and why the
implementation of some of its solutions is important for the functioning of the media
system;

e  Whether the privatization of the media is possible under the existing legal
framework, or it is necessary to wait for the establishment of legal basis, stipulated
by the Action Plan of the Media Strategy;

e What the positive developments in the digitalization process are, and what could
Jeopardize it;

e To what extent the implementation of Law on Copyright and Related Rights fulfilled
the media's expectations, in terms of more fair determining of collective
organizations’ tariffs;

e  What kind of pressures and attacks were journalists and the media exposed to, who
did those and how and whether the protection provided by the court in such cases is
adequate;

e What kind of working-legal status employees in the media have and whether the
changes to the existing framework are necessary in order to adequately regulate the
issue of exercising the right to strike in the media.

Twenty-ninth Monitoring Report contains a legal analysis and assessment of the most
important occurrences in the Serbian media sector in December 2011. The report was
published on ANEM website, and you can access it here!

In its monitoring reports, ANEM, in cooperation with its partner, the law office
“Zivkovic & Samardzic”’, have been continuously monitoring, analyzing and
explaining for 30 months what has been happening on the media scene in
Serbia, pointing out the good sides and shortcomings of media regulations and
practices as well as suggesting concrete ways for their improvement. All 29
Monitoring Reports published so far, 5 Monitoring Publications with expert
articles on important media issues as well as reports from five monitoring
round tables are available on ANEM website, under the section Monitoring of
the media scene.
