MONITORING REPORT No. 57 ON SERBIAN MEDIA SCENE IN OCTOBER 2014:

o Freedom of Expression - selected cases of pressures against journalists analyzed in this report: non-
transparent denial to issue the accreditation for covering military parade to Miroljub Mijuskovic, acting editor-
in-chief of ,Dnevnik” - the reason justifying the decision was an alleged negative security assessment; the second
case concerns pressures by the prime minister and his associates against Olja Beckovic, the author of the
program ,Utisak nedelje“, about which the journalist spoke publicly in October. In the Report section on court
proceedings the authors analyze the judgment in the second instance of the High Court in Belgrade in the case
Stojic, Nenkovic and Bosnjak (during 1990s they reported from the war in the former Yugoslavia for ,Vecernje
novosti") vs. Gace, Jovanovic and Brkic from the Independent Journalists' Association of Serbia (IJAS - NUNS) for
a criminal act of false reporting;

e Implementation of existing laws -_The Law on Public Information and Media - the manner in which some
journalists and media treat the obligation of respecting the presumption of innocence and what the legal
sanctions are for violating it; key findings in the regular yearly report of the European Commission on Serbia’s
progress, in the part concerning the situation in the media sector; the manner in which funds earmarked for the
media, namely for public information of local interest, are allocated in Ni$ even after the adoption of the new law,
and whether this constitutes breach of law; The Law on Electronic Media - practical consequences of the
decision allowing owners of media content distribution networks to simultaneously be providers of audio-visual
media services;

e Adoption of new laws - why the new Advertising Law should regulate state advertising in the media;

o Work of competent authorities - the importance for the media of two releases made by the Council of the
Regulatory Body for Electronic Media; the work of the Parliamentary Culture and Information Committee;

o Digitalization process - development of digitalization process and the position of the media in the process;

e Media privatization process - why completing media privatization is necessary for solving the problem of
undue influence on the media;

e Conclusion - the report authors analyze the situation in the media sector having in mind relevant findings of the
regular yearly report of the European Commission on Serbia’s progress.
